MY CREDENTIALS

I am a Psychologist who specializes in forensic and neuropsychology with offices throughout California and centered in the Los Angeles County area.  I focus on the evaluation, diagnosis, and treatment of neuropsychological mental, emotional and behavioral health issues. I use a battery of paper and pencil tests and measurements to assess brain damage and how it affects activities of daily living, relationships and the impact it has on the individual to maintain a job.  
Even when a person appears intellectually intact, and seems to be thinking and speaking clearly and logically, subtle brain changes can have significant impact on their future functioning.  It is measuring decreased awareness, inability to learn from mistakes, and perseverating, getting stuck in one way of doing things, loss of efficiency at work tasks and difficulty getting motivated or 
being less organized that can be measured by these tests. 

I have been testing brain-injured and chronic pain patients for over twenty years, helping them understand and treat changes in attention, memory and information processing.  I also work with chronic pain with or without pain medications.

The subtle changes in thinking, behavior, and general functioning that are vulnerable in mild or moderate head injury frequently occur even when nothing is detected by CT scans and they are 

empirically verifiable using thorough neuropsychological testing of cognitive functions.  Based on these tests, cognitive losses are ratable according to Chapter 13 of the AMA Guilds 5th Edition.
